Turkey Meatloaf

2 Cups Chopped Onion Sprig of Fresh Thyme 
1 T. Oil 2 T. Tomato Sauce 
5 Pounds of Ground Turkey 2 T. Worcestershire Sauce 
3 Eggs 1 Cup Bread Crumbs       
 
Cook onion and thyme in oil until tender.  Add the tomato sauce.  Mix ground turkey, Worcestershire 
sauce, eggs and bread crumbs lightly with onions.  Shape and put in baking dish.  Bake 325 degrees for 1 
½ hours.  You may spread ketchup on top of meatloaf before baking.  To keep meatloaf from cracking, 
put pan of hot water on rack below meat loaf pan.
