| Chicken Rice Mexicana
- 1 tablespoon vegetable oil

1 green bell pepper, thinly sliced

- 1 can condensed cream of mushroom soup
- 2 cups cooked whiterice, divided

' 6 (10 inch) heated flour tortillas for serving

1 onion, thinly sliced
1 red bell pepper, thinly sliced

1/4 cup milk

1 cup shredded Monterey Jack cheese
2 cups cooked, cubed chicken meat

" Preheat oven to 375 degrees. Heat oil in a medium skillet over medium heat; saute onion, |
- green bell pepper and red bell pepper until tender. Remove from heat and stir chicken into
' skillet, then add soup and milk and mix well. Spread 1 cup rice in the bottom of alightly :
- greased 9x13 inch baking dish, then layer with chicken mixture, remaining 1 cup rice and ;

- top with cheese. Bake for about 30 minutes, or until heated through and cheese is melted.

In his first letter to the Corinthians, St. Paul explained that the Resurrection was the
foundation of our Christian belief system. He insisted that if Christ had not been raised from
the dead, then we who believe in eternal life have no hope for it at all. "If the dead are not
raised, then Christ has not been raised. If Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile and
you are still in your sins" (1 Corinthians 15:16-17, NRSV).

Finally, Paul expresses very clearly how critical the Resurrection is to our Christian hope.
"If for this life only we have hoped in Christ, we are of all people most to be pitied" (1
Corinthians 15:19, NRSV).




Pastoral Word

“You Don’t Have to Miss Him”
Thomas was not present when the Risen Lord showed Himself to a group of frightened,
sorrowful disciples. Why? No one really knows that from the Scriptures, but perhaps it was
that he was grieving in his own home at the time. We do know the others were able to locate
him with the good news of the resurrection appearance. We do know that the next time Jesus
presented Himself to the disciples, Thomas was there and able to see for himself the truth
that his “Lord and God” was really alive! I believe we can learn a few lessons from Thomas.

First, one can miss the joy of the news of an empty tomb and arisen Lord. Thomas had to
wait another week before he saw for himself the reality of the resurrected Lord. Next, one
can lose sight of the joy of community worship by withdrawing to a private place. Why
Thomas did not stay with the others we may never know. But we know that he missed out
on a significant opportunity to meet the risen Christ at first. Another lesson learned is that
when he was in the presence of the other disciples, Thomas was able to experience the real
presence of Jesus and have all his doubts disappear. We can learn from Thomas even as we
live our lives today.

Sunday is the day that invites us to an Upper Room where we can join others like our self in
“seeing” Jesus and hearing His words for our life. It is in worship that we can find our
doubts disappear and our faith encouraged. It is in the fellowship of believers that we are
able to walk more effectively in our faith as we share and learn messages of hope for our
day. Don’t miss out! Don’t miss Him! Don’t miss the reality of resurrection that offers you
life abundantly! Make plans to be at the one place that can change your life forever and offer
you the proof that the Lord lives and wants us to believe together! In light of all Jesus has
donefor you, is that asking too much?
